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Attractive for low-sequestration species

The AGS is particularly attractive if you intend to plant low carbon
sequestration species (such as some of the indigenous trees) as they
sequester little carbon in the first 10 years. Of the public AGS pool, 30% is set
aside for low carbon sequestration species.

Worthy of consideration

Given these benefits, if you have eligible land, want to do some tree planting
and have doubts about some of the risks associated with the ETS, you should
consider applying for an afforestation grant. To make it easy, PF Olsen can
manage the whole project for you, from applying for the grant to planting and
looking after the trees.
